CEDAR RAPIDS, IOWA . . .  Simpson College received four of eight first-place votes and accumulated 67 points 
to claim the top spot in the 2005 IIAC Softball Coaches’ Poll.  Three-time defending Conference Champion, 
Central College, received three first-place votes and is second in the preseason poll with 57 points.  Wartburg 
College received the final first-place vote and is tied for third with Coe College in the Poll with 49 points.  The 
complete 2005 IIAC Softball Coaches’ Poll follows.
